The IIHS rating scale comprises grades of good, acceptable, marginal and poor.

“Winners afford buyers the best overall protection
in four of the most common kinds of crashes, and help them avoid crashes altogether with electronic stability control,”
says |IHS President Adrian Lund.

The Dart’s safety story starts with a solid structure: high-strength-steel comprises 68 percent of the car’s body, one
of the highest ratios in the industry.

e Dual-stage, adaptive, venting air bags for the driver and front-seat passenger,
